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Presentacion

El presente paquete didactico ha sido disefiado para la asignatura: Inglés Il, que
corresponde al plan de estudios del Centro de Bachillerato Tecnoldgico Industrial y
de Servicios No.120 “Emiliano Zapata Salazar”, el cual empezd a funcionar el mes
de septiembre de 1979 como centro de estudios cientificos y tecnologicos No 120
prestando parte de las instalaciones de la escuela secundaria técnica No 2. Las
especialidades que se ofrecieron al principio fueron tres, técnico en alimentos,
técnico en combustion interna y técnico en refrigeracion y aire acondicionado,
contando con una plantilla de 25 profesores, personal administrativo, tres
secretarias, dos prefectos y dos intendentes. Las instalaciones con las que Se
contaba eran dos edificios y una caseta de prefectura, en el primer edificio estaban
las aulas y en el segundo las oficinas y la direccion, se contaba de igual forma con
2 laboratorios, un bafio, un cubiculo de intendencia, dos talleres, uno de combustion
interna, uno de aires acondicionados y refrigeracion y finalmente la poblacion

estudiantil fue de 250 alumnos en un solo turno vespertino.

Actualmente se ofrecen siete especialidades técnicas en: Refrigeracion y
climatizacion, Alimentos, Mantenimiento automotriz, Puericultura, Soporte,
Administracion de Recursos Humanos y Ofimatica. El plantel cuenta con una
plantilla de 97 maestros y 105 administrativos, asi como una matricula estudiantil
de 2,300 alumnos en los turnos matutino y vespertino. Cuenta con 4 edificios, 6

laboratorios y 5 talleres.

El disefio y la propuesta metodologica de este programa estan basados en un
enfoque comunicativo para el aprendizaje del inglés como una segunda lengua.
Transita de la orientacion tradicional -la traduccién o la escritura-, hacia la promocion
del desarrollo de cuatro habilidades basicas: escuchar, hablar, leer y escribir. Para
desarrollar los aprendizajes se parte de conceptos basicos que permiten generar
nuevas ideas, desde la realidad inmediata del alumno, contextualizando dichos
aprendizajes. Cada concepto o idea se enlaza con estructuras gramaticales,

vocabulario especifico y funciones del lenguaje, para desarrollar en el alumno



habilidades en el manejo de la lengua, consolidando las practicas sociales del
lenguaje y apegandose al sentido comunicativo de la lengua. El objetivo de este
programa es presentar una propuesta que contiene estrategias, recursos didacticos
y actividades de aprendizaje que han sido disefiados para facilitar la ensefianza de
la asignatura de Inglés Il para nivel bachillerato, de manera que pueda ser util para

todo aquel docente que se proponga impartir dicha asignatura.

El concepto fundamental de la materia es “La comunicacion en inglés”. Los
contenidos conceptuales que se abordaran seran el vocabulario, las nociones
gramaticales y los tipos de texto, correspondientes a los temas que se han elegido
para propiciar el desarrollo de aprendizajes en cada asignatura y lograr el propdsito
de que los estudiantes sean capaces de leer, entender, escribir y expresarse en
inglés.

Durante el semestre, el alumno participa en actividades en las que se abordan
contenidos procedimentales identificados como funciones de lenguaje y estrategias
de lectura, necesarios para desarrollar las competencias de leer, entender, escribir

y expresarse en inglés.
